Class Exercises

Problem A:
Create a visual application with the following controls:

· Label that says “Phrase”

· Textbox next to the “Phrase” label

· Label that says “Abbreviation”

· Textbox next to the “Abbreviation”, mark this textbox as read only

· Button that says “Compute Abbreviation”

When the user types “Brilliant or Buffoon” in the phrase textbox and presses the button, here’s what you need to do:

1) Use string methods IndexOf() and Substring() to extract the first letter of each word in the phrase “Brilliant or Buffoon”.  

2) Combine the three letters into a new string.

3) Set the abbreviation textbox to new string.

4) The string should read “B.o.B.”

Problem B:
Modify your program so that the user can type in ANY two word phrase.

Phrase: 
Alternating Current

Abbreviation: A.C.

Direct Current

Abbreviation:
D.C.

Problem C:
Modify your program so that the user can type in ANY three word phrase.

Phrase: 
Save Our Souls 

Abbreviation: S.O.S.

Phrase: 
Men In Black

Abbreviation:
M.I.B.
